CALL TO ORDER:
Meeting called to order by President Patti Brady-Glassman at 9:50 am.

WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS:
Patti welcomed all of the EC members and had everyone introduce themselves to the group.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES AND TREASURER’S REPORT:

Secretary: The minutes from the February 18, 2010 meeting were reviewed via 

Email.  Bert Logan motioned that the minutes be approved with minor corrections. Karen Fobert seconded the motion and the motion carried. 

Treasurer: Karen Fobert reported that there were a few remaining expenses to be paid prior to the May 31, 2010 year end. There was a brief conversation about the net loss of $11,475 which was covered by reserves. Donna Fossum moved to approve the Treasurer’s report and Bert Logan seconded. Motion approved.
Budget: The 2010-11 proposed budget was discussed. Reductions were made by dropping the support staff workshop for this year, not paying for the President-Elect to go to the WASFAA conference, and canceling the Oregon Leadership Institute (OLI). The Summer Drive In will be hosted at PSU with no charge to OASFAA and there will be no scholarships to OASFAA events except for the one scholarship already awarded at the annual conference. 
A motion was made by Bert Logan to increase revenue by increasing the conference fee to $210 and other training events to $40 as proposed by the budget committee. Donna Fossum seconded and after brief conversation, the motion passed. Another motion was made by Jane Reynolds to increase the non-member training rate to $65. Donna Fossum seconded. The motion passed. Karen Fobert moved that the Summer Drive-In and FA101 income and expense budgets be increased by $325 each. Burt Logan seconded and the motion passed.
Josh Puhn moved that the 2010-11 budget be approved as updated. Bert Logan seconded and the motion passed.

OLD BUSINESS:

OASFAA Brochure Status: Sue Shogren led the conversation about the potential uses of the OASFAA brochure. The brochure could be used to support increases in membership and volunteers for OASFAA. A secondary use could be to explain the benefits of OASFAA to members of congress and campus presidents. Suggestions for inclusion in the brochure include OASFAA’s emphasis on training for its members; it’s an organization run by volunteers; OASFAA is under the umbrella of WASFAA and NASFAA; Why OASFAA? and list OASFAA awards. One idea for streamlining included adding web links to the brochure in lieu of copy, for example “oasfaa.org/volunteers”.
Prior to the meeting, Sue requested information on OASFAA position time commitments, but received no responses. Pattie suggested that we look for a volunteer coordinator to track down this information. Robert Rodgers volunteered to work with the Membership Committee to help with this project. In addition to identifying a volunteer coordinator, Patti indicated that Judy Saling was looking for help with technology. Sue will collaborate with Robert Rodgers and the Membership Committee to create a brochure for the Summer Drive-In.
